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The Stool Analysis test for cases classified under the Food Handler

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With reference to the approved procedures
within the expatriate worker medical
screening system, and based on
observations received, it has come to our
attention that some private healthcare
institutions have failed to conduct the Stool
Analysis test for cases classified under the
Food Handler category, despite this test
being listed among the mandatory
examinations for this category, and have
instead issued results without actually
performing the test.

Whereas the occupational classification
under the expatriate worker medical
screening system includes two main
categories:

1. Food Handler category.

2- Non- Food Handler category

Accordingly, the Food Handler category
requires additional examinations, including
the Stool Analysis test. This is also reflected
in the approved fees, whereby an amount of
OMR 40 is charged for this category,
compared to OMR 30 for the other category,
in consideration of the additional required
tests.
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However, indications have been received that
some private healthcare establishments are
issuing results without actually conducting this
test, which constitutes a clear violation of the
approved regulations and procedures.
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Therefore, all centers are required to fully
comply with conducting all required
examinations in accordance with the approved
requirements for each category, while
ensuring the highest standards of accuracy
and professionalism in issuing results.

Urgent and strict regulatory measures will be
undertaken by the Directorate of Private
Health establishments to verify compliance.

The strictest penalties will be imposed on
violating establishments, including suspension
of operations, withdrawal of license, and
removal from the official registry. Please
comply with the above and act according
with immediate effect.
