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Preface  
 
The health system in the Sultanate of Oman has witnessed continuous 
developments over the past years in accordance with the recent methods 
of medical and health care provision. This had resulted in noticeable 
qualitative and quantitative achievements in all levels of health care 
bringing the health indicators in the Sultanate to levels comparable to 
those of the developed countries. In 2008, the crude death rate was 
estimated to be 3.3 per 1000 population and the infant mortality and 
under-five mortality rates have dropped to 9 and 11.7 per 1000 live-
births, respectively. The life expectancy at birth was estimated to be 71.6 
years.  
 
As the Ministry of Health is the main health care provider in the Sultanate of 
Oman, it had to develop the health care services to accommodate the 
increase in the population and the rapidly growing economic and social 
developments in the country. The Ministry had, thus, to depend on proper 
health planning and to continuously monitor and evaluate the different health 
areas and services of its five-year health development national and regional 
plans.  
 
The Ministry of Health had always paid considerable attention, within it 
five-year plans, to strategies for development of human resources for health. 
Within its strategies, it had considered both aspects the provision of fine 
specialties and skills as well as the development of the national health 
workforce in attempt to promote Omanization and self-reliance in the health 
sector.   In that regards, it had supported the development of the educational 
health institution to graduate paramedical workers in different specialties, 
among these are: laboratory technicians, radiographers, nurses and assistant 
pharmacists. These graduates had contributed significantly to Omanization 
levels that increased to 57%, 63%, 65% and 66% respectively.

Foreword 
 
Achieving health for all requires meeting the basic health needs for the 
population, community participation, human resources for health 
development, use of modern technology and optimum use of resources. 
This has lead the health system to adopt recent scientific polices and 
proper health planning and continuous monitoring and evaluation of its 
five-year plans and strategies. This was supported by a well developed 
health statistics and information system which provides the concerned 
with reliable and timely information and indicators to support their 
decision-making process.  
 
The Annual Health Report of Ministry of Health (MOH) provides, on 
annual basis, developments in health care provision in the Sultanate. The 
report of 2008 shows the expansion in the umbrella of health care 
services. It had reported the opening of new six health centers in addition 
to renovations in others. The report also documented improvements in 
different health indicators related to different health programs and health 
services utilization.  
 
The report has shown that MOH is running 49 hospitals and 167 health 
centers. The total discharges exceeded 253 thousands resulting in a bed 
occupancy rate of 54.9% and an average length of stay of 3.6 days. The 
outpatients visits 3 millions in hospitals and 8 millions in health centers 
with a total of about 11 millions outpatient visits.  
 
Humana resources development and Omanization has also shown 
progression.  The year of 2008 had witnessed the graduation of the eighth 
batch of health statisticians from the program of “Health Statistics” 
developed   as a result of collaboration between Ministry of Health and 
Faculty of Science at Sultan Qaboos University. These graduates have 
been involved in collection and analysis of data related to different health 
activities within the health system. In 2008, about 68% of health 
statisticians are Omanis and further graduates from such program are

statisticians are Omanis and further graduates from such program are 
expected in the coming years to promote self-reliance of the health 
system as regards the “Health Statistics and Information System”.  
 
The report also shows that MOH is still running 16 educational health 
institutes that have graduated 658 at the level of basic diploma during 
2008 resulting in a total of 9031 graduates till the end of 2008. Also 171 
post basic diploma students have graduated in 2008 making a total of 
1344 graduates with post basis diploma. These graduates have contributed 
to Omanization level  in different medical and paramedical disciplines 
and the overall Omainzation in MOH has increased to 68% in 2008. 
 
The report has also attempted to provide health indicators that can not be 
obtained from the routine health information by providing summary of 
the results of the major studies and surveys performed by the Ministry.  
 
I would like to acknowledge the efforts made by those who have 
contributed in health developments in the Sultanate and wish Allah may 
help us to further develop our country.

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How To Use This Report 
 

    Contents of this report were organized in a sequence that will show the resources of 
health in terms of health institutions and its distribution, manpower, finances, 
education and training followed by the utilization of the health services and finally the 
outcome of such in terms of status of health programmes as well as morbidity and 
mortality.  The report is divided into 10 chapters. The first chapter acts as an 
introduction and describes the geographical and demographic features of the Sultanate 
of Oman as well as the organization of Ministry of Health. The second chapter 
presents health indicators over the past years since 1970. Chapter ten describes the 
health facilities and services provided by governmental organizations other than MOH 
as well as the private sector. The appendix includes definitions and glossary, summary 
of results of conducted research and status of Millennium Development Goals.     
 

� Text is written in two languages side by side on the same page. Efforts 
have been made such that the same text in both languages coincide. 

 
� Tables are arranged in Arabic format and should be read from right to 

left. The numbers in the tables are “Arabic” Numbers; they are 
understandable in both languages, the Arabic and the English Languages. 
English translations of the terms are given in the table headings and/or 
left most column, as appropriate. 

 
� Tables that present changes over time are arranged to show values every 

five years from 1970 to 2000 and then data was presented yearly. The 
year of 1970 is the year when the Ministry Of Health was established and 
the years of 1975 to 2000 are specified to show the status at the 
beginning and at the end of each Five-Year Plan. So the year of 1975 is 
the base year for the First Five-Year plan and it shows the status as it was 
with the beginning of this health plan (1976-1980) and the year 1980 
shows the achievements of that First Five-Year Plan. At the same time 
the year of 1980 would show the status at the beginning of the Second 
Five-Year Plan (1981 -1985) and year of 1985 would denote the 
developments during this second plan and so on. Developments of the 
seventh five year plan are shown yearly. 
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� Cells of the tables would contain a number or value, a zero “0”, the term 

“na” or it is empty. 
� A number or value: is the true value at time of data collection. 
� A zero “0”: Data are available, the value displayed is a true zero 

at time of data collection. 
� The term “na”: Data are not available. 
� Empty cells: Data are not applicable for such cells at time of data 

collection. 
 

 
� Diagrammatic presentation of MOH institutions have been shown in 

chapter3. These diagrams are not an authority on international 
boundaries. Internal boundaries are MOH administrative areas. 

 
� Data presented pertain to MOH data unless otherwise stated to be

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Chapter One 

 

Introduction 
 
Geographical Features 
 
Sultanate of Oman is located in the south eastern corner of the Arabian 
Peninsula. Its coastal line extends 3,165 kilometers from the Strait of Hormuz 
in the North to the borders of the Republic of  Yemen, overlooking three seas: 
the Arabian Gulf, Gulf of Oman and the Arabian Sea. It borders Kingdom of 
Saudi Arabia and United Arab Emirates in the West, the Republic of Yemen 
in the South, the Strait of Hormuz in the North and the Arabian Sea in the 
East.  
The total area of the Sultanate of Oman is approximately 309.5 thousands 
square kilometers. The Sultanate is composed of varying topographic areas 
consisting of plains, wadis (dry river beds) and mountains. The most 
important area is the plain overlooking the Gulf of  Oman and the Arabian 
Sea with an area of about 3% of the total area. The mountain ranges occupy 
almost 15% of the total land of Oman. The remaining area is mainly wadis 
and desert (about 82% of the total area). The climate differs from one area to 
another; it is hot and humid in the coastal areas in summer, hot and dry in the 
interior with exception of higher mountains and Dhofar Governorate, which 
enjoy a moderate climate throughout the year. 
 
The Sultanate of  Oman is administratively divided into 5 Regions and four 
governorates with 61 Wilayats. These regions are :Ad Dakhliyah, Ash 
Sharqiyah, Al Batinah, Adh Dhahirah, and Al Wusta, and the governorates 
are:  Muscat, Dhofar, Musandam and Al Buraymi Governorates . The regions 
of Ash Sharqiyah and Al Batinah have each been further subdivided into two 
Health Regions,  as shown on Figure 1-1.

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Demographic Features 
 

The first General Census of Population, Housing and Establishments was carried 
out in the Sultanate of Oman in December 1993. The detailed results of the General 
Census have been published over two years time. According to the census, the 
population of Oman was about two million of which about 27% were non-Omanis. 
Before that first census, demographic information and population estimates and 
projections were based on survey results such as the 1985 “Demographic Survey” 
and the 1988 “Child Health Survey”.  
 
In 2003, the second General Census of Population, Housing and Establishments 
was carried out in the Sultanate of Oman, The census reference night was 7/12 - 
8/12, 2003. Results showed that the total population were 2,340,815 of which 
23.9% are non-omani Using the census results, population distribution and 
characteristics have been projected for mid 2008 details of which are presented in 
the tables 1-1 to 1-4.  
 
According to mid year population for 2008 the Omani population shows a sex ratio 
of 102 males per 100 females. It is a young population, about 11.6% and 35.2% of 
the population are under-5 years and under-15 years, respectively and only 3.7% 
are 60 years and over. More that quarter (28.5%) of the total Omani population are 
females in the reproductive age group (15-49 years). They represent nearly 57.7% 
of all females and about 50.2% of them are expected to be married. According to 
the National Health Survey 2000, the Singulate Mean Age at first Marriage 
(SMAM) is 23.3 years for females and 26.2 years for males. The rise of the 
singulate mean age (20.7 for female and 24.7 for male according to 1993 census) 
might be one of the factors responsible for the decline in fertility rate in Oman. The 
Total Fertility Rate (TFR) of Omani women was estimated from 1993 census data 
to be 6.9 and has declined to 3.56 according to 2003 census and has farther decline 
to 3.3 during 2008. 
 
The Crude Birth Rate (CBR) is estimated to be 27.3 per 1000 Omani population 
during 2008. The CBR showed a drop of  32.2% over the past fifteen years (1993 
CBR= 40.3). This is also accompanied by a decline in the Crude Death Rate (CDR) 
from 7.3 in 1993 to 3.3 per 1000 Omani population in 2008. This represented a 
54.8% decline in the past fifteen years.

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Organization and Health Policy of  the Ministry of Health 
 
The Ministry of Health (MOH) is responsible for ensuring the availability of 
health care to the people of Oman. In course of implementing its health 
development plans, the Ministry’s organization had to be adapted in tune with 
the strategies and objectives that were crystallized during 1990. These can be 
summarized broadly as:  

1. Regionalization of health services and decentralization of decision making in 
specified technical, administrative and financial affairs.  

2. Emphasizing the role and importance of planning. 
3. Development of Education and Training in health. 
4. Emphasizing the importance of health systems research. 
5. Emphasizing the importance of regional and international relations.  
 
His Excellency the Minister of Health is assisted by three Undersecretaries 
respectively for Planning Affairs, Health Affairs, and  Administrative & 
Financial Affairs. A number of Directorates-General and Directorates come 
under each of the Offices of  the Undersecretaries. The organizational chart of  
MOH is shown in figure 1-4. The Health Council, which comes directly under 
HE the Minister, is responsible for providing broad directions for health 
development in the Sultanate.  The Minister is also assisted by a number of 
advisors and consultants, in addition to Directorate General of Internal Audit, the 
Directorates of Public Relations, International Relations and Legal Affairs.  
 

The Office of  the Undersecretary for Health Affairs ensures effective and 
efficient delivery of comprehensive health care to the people of Oman. The 
Directorate-General of Health Affairs (DGHA) comes under this Office  and 
incorporates a number of directorates: Family & Community Health, 
Communicable Disease Surveillance and control, Non Communicable Disease 
Surveillance and control,  Environmental Health, Malaria Eradication, Health 
Education, School Health, Public Health Laboratories, Blood Bank Services, 
Hospital Affairs , Nutrition, Primary Health Care,  Nursing Affairs, Community 
participation, quality and patient safety and oral health. Through these 
Directorates, the DGHA develops the implementation policies and procedures 
for effecting national health policies, plans and programmes with the cooperation 
of the regional health authorities, and  monitors the entire health care process. It 
also supervises the recruitment of health care professionals.

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In keeping with the decentralization policy of MOH, the Directorates-General of  
Health Services and the Directorates of Health Servises at Health Regions are 
vested with the responsibility for the delivery of comprehensive health care 
through a network of  hospitals, health centres and mobile units. The Regional 
Directorate Generals directly function under the Office of the Undersecretary for 
Health Affairs. 
 
The Directorate General of Pharmaceutical Affairs & Drug Control, under the 
Office of Undersecretary of Health Affairs,  develops and implements national 
drug policy. It ensures the availability of drugs and other pharmaceuticals with 
adequate quality at various levels of health care. Directorate of Rational drug 
use, Directorate of Treatment abroad and Directorate of Private Health 
establishment also follow Undersecretary of health affairs. 
 
Planning for health was emphasized when the strategies were revised and this led 
to the establishment of the Office of Undersecretary for Planning Affairs with a 
number of Directorates General and Directorates. These later function in 
coordination to formulate the health plans for developing the health services and 
care. The Directorate General of Planning incorporates: the Directorate of Health 
Information and Statistics, which develops and  maintains a database of 
information necessary for planning;  the Directorate of Research & Studies 
which is responsible for developing health systems research capabilities and 
conducting field studies, the Directorate of Planning which prepares the health 
plans and special programmes and the Directorate of Monitoring & Evaluation 
which monitors the implementation of the plans. The Directorate General of 
Education & Training plays an important role in developing national human 
resources for the health sector as an integral part of the national Omanization 
strategy. The Directorate General of Information Technology promotes the 
development of the health care system through extending support for the creation 
and maintenance of computer-aided management systems. 
 
A number of Directorates-General (DG) function under the Office of the 
Undersecretary for Administrative and Financial  Affairs.  The DG for Financial 
Affairs, through three Directorates: Contracts & Purchases, Revenue & 
Expenditure and Budget & Accounts, accomplishes the financial & accounting 
duties and contracts as well as purchases according to the rules and disciplines. 
The DG Administrative Affairs, through its Personnel and Administrative

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Services Directorates, performs activities related to employment affairs within 
the agreed policies. There is also the DG Medical Supply which makes the plans 
and policies regarding stores including drug store and yearly produces estimates 
of costs of requirements through its two directorates: Stores and Spare Parts.  
The DG Engineering Affairs has three Directorates: Projects; Equipments and 
Maintenance. It is responsible for civil, mechanical, electrical and biomedical 
engineering  and maintenance of equipment, instruments and buildings in 
addition to looking after the development projects.

Health Planning in the Sultanate of Oman 
Since 1976, the Ministry of Health started its five-year health development 
plans, in order to achieve its mission and carry out its responsibilities for 
social and economic development. Health development plans had significant 
impact on health services and health status. Such development reflects the 
governoment commitment towards health services and health care since the 
blessed renaissance.  
 
The first phase of the health planning in Sultanate of Oman extended from 
1976 to 1990, in which three 5-year plans were implemented. These plans 
were concerned with building health services infrastructure prior to the 
blessed renaissance there were few health institutions that were not enough 
to face the prevailing unsatisfactory health status.  
 
The second phase of planning started at 1991 and included 3 five-year health 
plans (the fourth, fifth and sixth), and was completed by 2005. This phase 
was characterized by several main directions formulated after 
comprehensive review of the health system in 1990. Among other directives 
“Decentralization of health services”  was implemented through the 
establishment of directorates general of health services for 10 health 
regions, with delegation of financial and administrative authorities. In 1993 
local directorates at Wilayat level was established followed by hospital 
autonomy in the year of 2000.  
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The preparation of plans of the second phase followed “the managerial process for 
national health development”. These plans included different Programmes each 
directed to one health priority or health problem. The general framework of the 
4th, 5th and 6th plans was prepared at the central level. The 5th and 6th plans 
included 10 detailed regional plans while the 6th plan included, in addition, 19 
Wilayat plans, in line with the decentralization policy of Ministry of Health. 

 
 

The second phase plans of Ministry of Health emphasised qualitative development 
besides the quantitative and geographical expansion of health services. The 
decentralization policy in health services helped in empowerment of the 
administrative machinery and promoted the planning process at the local level. 
This has resulted in a tremendous increase inhealth services distributed over the 
Sultanate. Several hospital were  established in all regions in order to provide 
specialty services mainly secondary care and limited tertiary health. Human 
resources development through the establishment of training health institutes 
qualify staff in the field of nursing, medical laboratories, radiography, assistant 
dentists, assistant pharmacists and health inspectors and other paramedic.    
 
 

The development of the 7th Five-Year Health Development Plan has considered 
dividing and separating the planning stages to the central and operational levels in 
order to make the operational plans extensions of the national strategic plan 
(general outline) relating to each domain. This was supplemented with supportive 
community plans at Wilayat level. Generally, the 7th Five-Year Plan for Health 
Development rests on three pillars: 
 

First: National Strategic Plan. This plan is concerned with the visions, goals, 
general objectives and strategies at the national level and expected results after 
implementation using evidence-based-management philosophy. This helps in 
focusing on gradual steps to evaluate the cause-effect relation between the 
short, intermediate and long-term outcomes and impacts, resource utilization 
and activity sharing. 

 
 
Second: Regional Operational Plans.  These “detailed plans” based on the 

strategic plan to be implemented by the concerned directorates at the regional

These plans include the targets, the operational activities, the 
needed resources and also the indicators for monitoring and evaluation and the 
timetable for implementation.   

 

Third:     Local Supportive Plans. These plans will be designed at Wilayat level 
by the “Wilayat health committees” to support the regional operational plans. 
Local Supportive Plans will be in the form of short-term health projects 
planned for one year, depending on community participation and cooperation 
between the related sectors and using the pyramidal planning process or 
“bottom-up-planning” that is used by Wilayat health committees in Oman since 
2003. 

 
National Health Policy of the Sultanate of Oman 
 

In the light of the health situation analysis in the Sultanate, the achievement of the 
previous health plans and the assessment of persistent problems and difficulties, 
the national health policy for the next five years was formulated as under: 

A.  The work and activities of the Ministry of Health (MoH) and all other 
health related agencies are to be directed for achieving the following goals: 
1. Provision of best levels of primary and specialized health care to the 
population of the Sultanate. 

2. Reduction of mortality and morbidity rates of different diseases with a 
view to attaining health indicators similar to that of the developed 
countries. 

3. Taking necessary measures for the prevention of infectious and parasitic 
diseases aiming at their eradication especially among children and school 
pupils. 

4. Applying the latest methods for the prevention, early case finding and 
prompt treatment of chronic diseases aiming at the reduction of their 
magnitude and complications. 

5. Provision of health care necessary for the elderly and the physically and 
mentally challenged people. 

6. Provision of preventive measures and treatment of all types of accident 
cases.  

7. Development and training of Omani workforce in all health professional 
categories in order to achieve high levels of Omanization or self-
sufficiency in health workforce.

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Chapter Two 
 

Health Status Indicators 
 

This chapter is intended to assess health status in the Sultanate over the years. 
In order to assess the magnitude of a public health problem or the impact of 
an intervention programme, it is essential to have an idea of the size of the 
population at risk for that health problem, its demographic composition and 
the magnitude of changes in the vital events. The Crude Birth Rate has 
declined over the years.  
 
The economic factors also influence the health status of the country and are 
indicated at the macro level in this chapter. The economy of Oman has shown 
dramatic growth during the period 1970-1990 and then fluctuated due to 
changes in international oil prices. However, it is showing a growing trend 
during the recent years. The economy depends heavily on the oil and gas 
exports income, which accounts for over 78.6 % of Government revenues. 
The Ministry of Health expenditures accounted for around 4.5% of the total 
Government Expenditures.

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Chapter Three 
 

Distribution of Health Services 
 
The Health services in the Sultanate of Oman have developed tremendously 
over the past years. During early 1970, there were only 2 hospitals with 12 
beds and 10 clinics and by 2008, Ministry of Health (MOH) is running 49 
hospitals.  Oman is witnessing a shift in its main health problems from 
communicable diseases to health problems related to changes in life style and 
changes in population structure manifested in non-communicable diseases. 
The Ministry has therefore paid attention in its Five-Year Health 
Development Plans to developments in secondary and tertiary care to meet 
future needs for management of such health problems.  There are, now, a total 
of 4,605 hospital beds.   
In its support for primary health care, MOH opened seven new Health Centers 
(three in Al Wusta Region and one each in North Sharqiyah, South Al Batinah 
Region, Adh Dhairah Region & Al Buraymi Governorate), also one Extended 
Health Centres was opened in Bahla during 2008. This makes the total 
number of health centers 167 of which 74 are equipped with beds (a total of 
167 beds), and twenty-one (21) extended health centers in the Ministry of 
Health. Table 3-1 shows MOH health institutions developed over the past 
years as well as the development of some health service indicators. 
  
MOH provides health services to all the people of Oman through its health 
institutions. It attempted to strengthen health services outside Muscat 
Governorate. Therefore an umbrella of health services was established to 
cover the entire Sultanate. Table 3-2 shows the distribution of health 
institutions among the health regions in the Sultanate. There is a “Regional 
Hospital” in each health region that provides secondary care (tertiary in some) 
for the people in its catchment area. This is in addition to “Wilayat Hospitals” 
“Local Hospitals” and Health Centres in each health region. Tables 3- 3 to 3-
12 and the illustrative figures 3-2 to 3-11 show the distribution of health 
institutions in each of the ten health regions.  
 

Besides primary health care services, MOH realized the importance of 
secondary and tertiary care services to face the changes in disease trends and 
the future needs to control and treat non-communicable diseases. MOH has 
equipped its hospitals with sufficient number of beds in various specialties. 
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Tables: 3-13 to 3-16 describes the numbers of hospital beds according to 
specialty in the health regions, in regional hospitals, in wilayat hospitals and 
in local hospitals, respectively.

The types of health institutions run by the MOH may be broadly described as 
under: 
 
The Hospitals: 
 
1. Regional Hospital: 

A hospital that provides secondary and tertiary cares to inhabitants of the 
health region in which it is located. It is usually built in the center of a 
health region and is considered as a referral hospital for critical cases from 
other hospitals and health centers of the health region. 
Regional hospitals of the Muscat Governorate act as national referral 
hospitals for critical cases from other regional hospitals. These are the 
Royal Hospital, Al-Nahdha Hospital, Khoula Hospital and Ibn-Sina 
Hospital. 
 

 
2. Wilayat Hospital: 

A hospital that provides both primary and secondary health care to 
inhabitants of the wilayat in which it is located and those of nearby 
wilayats. 

 

 
 
3. Local Hospital: 

A small hospital that provides primary health care services to inhabitants 
in nearby villages. In addition, it provides inpatient services to those 
patients who are in need for continuous medical care and /or observation. 
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Health Centers: 
 
1. Health Center: 

A health center provides primary health care to the people in the 
surrounding catchment area. 

 
2. Health Center with Beds: 

A health center that provides primary health care services and is equipped 
with a number of beds. These beds are used as maternity beds (and/or 
observation beds). These health centers are also equipped with a delivery 
suite with a delivery table. Such health centers serve people in the 
catchment area. 

 
3. Extended Health Center: 

A health center that provides primary health care services and in addition 
there are some specialized outpatient clinics in different specialties. They 
serve the people in the catchment area. They do not have inpatient 
services.
