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Geographical Profile of Buraimi

Governorate of Al Buraimi which is situated in the North West
corner of the Sultanate, adjacent to the borders with UAE. Al
Buraimi is a governorate of Oman which was split from the Ad
Dhahirah Region. Until October 2006, the area was part of Ad
Dhahirah Region. At this time, the new governorate was created
from the wilayats Al Buraymi, Mahdah and Al Sunaynah.

Al Buraimiis the regional center of the Governorate located
375 kilometers from the capital Muscat. It has a number of
historic forts and houses. Its main forts are al Khandagq, which
has been adopted as the emblem of the Wilayat, and Al Hillah
Fort. Both these forts have recently been restored by the
Ministry of National Heritage and Culture. There are also
several other forts, including the forts of al Fayyadh, Hafeet

and Wadi al Jizzi. Farming is one of the chief occupations.

Demographic Features:

The first Census of Population, Housing& Establishments was
carried out in the Buraimi & Sultanate of Oman in 1993&
2013.Estimated total population in year 2016,Buraimi is
111394, According to mid-year population 2016, Population
shows about 14.5% is less than 5 years and about 36.1% under
15 years population, respectively only 4.81% more than 60
years. More that 25.7% of the total Omani population of
Females age group (15-49) and Males about 28.4% age group
(15-49).

1994. A hospital that provides primary and secondary
health care to inhabitants of the health region in which
it is located in the centre and considered as referral
hospital with 150 beds. Buraimi is covering catchment

Department, Mobile Team,Renal Dialysis Unit and new

New Polyclinic (EHC) has been started with Out

Patient Departments since oct.2010.
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HUMAN RESOURCES (Manpower)
The total no. of staff is 609 during the year 2016, out of
which Omanis staff constitutes 62.6% of the total. As

compared with the previous year, manpower has
decreased by 4.6%. Buraimi hospital remains heavily
dependent on expatriate doctors with 87%.During 2016 for
every 10000 population, there are 9.7 doctors, 26.8 nurses
and 15.7 Hospital beds. In this, maximum Omani staff
accounts for 100% of medical orderlies and 100% of
administration support staff (white-collar staff). There is
an increase of Omanis in recent year in different

categories.

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Brief Summary of Buraimi Hospital - 2016

In the year 2016, Buraimi Hospital total no. of 166507 patients was
seen in all OPDs. An average of 456 patients per day daily
attendance. Maximum average patients are coming in weekday
88.3% and few patients are in weekends 11.7%. Compare to last
year there was 9.3% mark declined over the year 2015.

Leading cause of oufpatient morbidity group are Diseases of
Respiratory system 16.07% and General Symptoms Signs & ill-
defined conditions 13.22% of fotal attendants.

During the year Buraimi hospital Inpatients discharges was 10559
& same period 10557 admissions, which is giving an average 29
patients per day. Bed occupancy rate was 51.9%. Leading cause of
Inpatients discharges of Single & Caesarian Vaginal delivery
(20.5%), Disease of Respiratory System 10.5%, and Diseases of
Digestive System (5.5%) of the total hospital discharges.

In 2016, there were 1938 deliveries; this has increased by 0.5% as
compared fo 2015. Out of these 271.9% were caesarean section &
percentage of low birth weight was 11.97%. The still birth rate was
1.31 per 100 births.

Women in the reproductive age group (15-49) represent 25.7% of
omani population. Mean visit per pregnancy to anfenatal care is
about 5 to 6 visits. 1.5% women never visited to ANC (unbooked)
clinic. About 8.5% of pregnant women are anemic, 0.61% Iis
diabetic and 0.28% is hypertensive.

In Buraimi hospital, immunization coverage is almost 100%
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The fotal number of 1348 major & 976 minor operations performed
In Buraimi Hospital, this has decreased by 0.9% as compared to
last year.

A total 7494 of dental procedures were carried out during the year
2016, out of 1762 (43.8%) Male and 2265 (56.2%) female patients
tfreated. Where 43.8% < than 14 years children & 5% expatriates.

In communicable diseases TB, viral hepatitis & Food poisoning &
Malaria cases have been increased as compared to last year.

Birth Spacing program, new clients has slide increased as
compared to last year. Majority of clients 95.07% are satisfied with
Birth Spacing Methods.

Laboratory investigations & radiological procedures performed in
Buraimi Hospital, 612403 and 33448 respectively.

A total no. of staffs is 609 during this year, out of which Omanis
staff constitutes 62.6% of the total. In this, maximum Omani staff
accounts for 100% of medical orderlies and 100% of administrative
support (white collar staff). There is an increase of Omani staff in
recent year in different categories.

Regarding referral of patients, total 3510 patients referred from
Buraimi Hospital where 519 (14.8%) referred from Inpatients and
2991 (85.2%) from out patients department. Out of these 54.4%
Emergency, 42% Urgent patients & J3.6% Routine, Maximum
patients referred fo Royal Hospital and Sohar hospital.
