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The health system has been a major component of the national
economic system, and the health care sector has witnessed
remarkable strides and achievements.

The Ministry has introduced several systems and
programs to upgrade its work, including the Geographic Information
System (GIS).

GIS is a technical tool used to collect, input, manipulate and analyze
spatial data, manage large amounts of data at the same time and
display them as maps, health reports or graphs. The idea of GIS work
in classifying features on the ground is summarized in several
categories of each category represented in a separate layer. For
example, the road network layer, the land layer, the building layer, the
contour line, the heights, the layer, the residential layer, the service
layer, the coastline, and the rest of the infrastructure services such as
water, electricity, telephone, sewage and other.

The Section of Geographic Information Systems (GIS) is one of the
departments established in the Ministry of Health in 2014 and follows
the Department of Information and Statistics at the Directorate
General of Planning and Studies. The Section has been prepared to
provide it with Arc GIS and GPS equipment through ESRI, the approved
GIS software distribution company.
